The Spirit of 67 Foundation (Spirit) was founded in 1985 and is the only organization 
authorized to raise funds for Lake Forest School District 67.  The Spirit is a non-profit 
fundraising organization dedicated to acquiring resources and providing enriching educational 
and cultural experiences for the four schools that comprise Lake Forest District 67:

  •  Cherokee, Everett and Sheridan Elementary (K-4) Schools
  •  Deer Path Middle (grades 5-8) School

Prior to 1985, the Association of Parents and Teachers (APT) raised money for educational 
enhancements. Streamlining and concentrating fundraising efforts into a separate 
organization, recognized by the district, was the goal of forming the Spirit of 67 Foundation. 
The Spirit is the fundraising arm of the district while the APT works within the schools to 
promote communication and school related activities.
